CURTISS-WRIGHT REPORTS THIRD QUARTER 2024 FINANCIAL RESULTS AND RAISES FULL-YEAR 2024 GUIDANCE
DAVIDSON, N.C. — October 30, 2024 — Curtiss-Wright Corporation (NYSE: CW) reports financial results for the third quarter ended September 30, 2024.

Third Quarter 2024 Highlights:
* Reported sales of $799 million, up 10%;
« Reported operating income of $145 million, operating margin of 18.1%, and diluted earnings per share (EPS) of $2.89;
* Adjusted operating income of $149 million, up 11%;

We also delivered solid cash generation, resulting in
an exceptional free cash flow conversion of 142%. Based on the strong year-to-date performance and our continued momentum in executing on our Pivot to Growth strategy, we once again raised
our full-year 2024 outlook for sales, diluted EPS and free cash flow."

Total A&D market sales increased 15%, as we experienced strong growth in the defense markets principally driven by increased demand for our defense electronics products and higher

submarine and aircraft carrier revenues in naval defense, as well as higher OEM sales in the commercial acrospace market;
Total Commercial market sales were flat, reflecting solid growth in the power & process market, principally driven by higher sales of our commercial nuclear products, which was offset by

lower sales in the general industrial market; and
Adjusted operating income of $149 million increased 11%, while Adjusted operating margin increased 20 basis points to 18.7%, principally driven by favorable overhead absorption on

higher revenues in all three segments and partially offset by an unfavorable mix of products.
